Stephenie Meyer, author of the Twi-
light series, pushed her romantic skill
into an adult book of science fiction, The
Host. The world in “The Host” is that of
an Earth that has been invaded by a
parasite-like race of aliens who take
over human brains and bodies, elimi-
nate cancer and war, and turn the plan-
et into a sort of
paradise. But, hu-
mans, like Mela-
nie Stryder, want
the earth back
under their con-
trol and refuse to
give in to the con-
trol of the invad-
ing aliens.

Malanie is taken
over by Wanderer,
one of the alien parasites, she uses what
little power she has to pour thoughts of
her loved one into Wanderer’s mind and
convince her to find Melanie’s brother
and boyfriend.

With equal parts romance and ac-
tion, Stephenie Meyer has once again
shown her flawless skill at writing and
produced a book that is sure to be a clas-
sic.
